Elland Youth chose a very 

challenging programme based 

on the 1st and 2nd world wars. 

Music was arranged by 

Murray Greig Principal trum-

pet player of Opera North and 

consisted of items such as 

Colonel Bogey, Night Fall in 

Camp, and Boogy Woogy 

Bugle Boy . The young peo-

ple were dressed in authentic 

2nd world war un iforms and as 

evacuees .Our four  intrep id 

female dancers were in cos-

tume depicting the Andrews 

Sisters. 

Not only did the band have to 

learn the music but also  

marching and choreography.
